i. Purpose

UNESCO adopted General Conference at its seventeenth session Paris, 16
November, 1972, registered and compile the list of World Heritage Sites. Such action
is to considering that the existing international conventions, recommendations and
resolutions concerning cultural property demonstrate the importance, for all the
peoples of the world, of safeguarding this unique and irreplaceable property, to
whatever people it may belong. From 2002, Council of Cultural Affairs also had such
vision of preservation, selected 11 possible World Heritage Sites in Taiwan. The
second session held by Council of World Heritage of Taiwan added up to 18 sites in
2010. However, only the Fort San Domingo and surrounding historical architectures
has possessed historical contents and cultural facilities to become reality and it is also
the only site situates close to urban environment and continuing developing.

Tamsui has many spatial reminisce and time vestige; it converged into a complex
characteristic: cultural landscape of historical architectures and events, with many
other Tamsui local activities shaped such place into a unique site and represent
Taiwanese multi-cultured, hybrid feature. As the result, Tamsui should have sufficed
documentations and aspects to compile, when the time comes, to become a candidate
of World Heritage Site.

Therefore, Sponsor by Tamsui Historical Museum of New Taipei City, organized
by Chinese Institute of Urban Design, the conference of Tamsui district with subjects
on World Heritage Sites, a two days events we named it ‘2011 Tamsui World Heritage
Academy’. The conference of this years, we invited scholars of related profession in
Asia to share associate experience and similar local professionals to contribute local
opinions, such interaction and discussion would shape up future strategy of
registration of World Heritage Site of Taimsui and formed guidelines of possible

actions from each year’s results.

“Heritage Conservation”- A Multi-functional Implement of
Contemporary Society

Abstract

Initiated by the European social elites, promoted by UNESCO, and embraced by
the States and other stakeholders of the world after 1972, the conservation and
management of “natural and cultural heritage” has become one of the most popular
social and academic issues in today’s world. However, the designation of “heritage”
in fact is a process of the dynamic and negotiation of the economic, social, political
and ideological interests between various stakeholders in contemporary society, and
very often between the more powerful and the marginalized groups. Certain properties
of tangible or intangible, cultural or natural properties are selectively designated as
“heritage” and “preserved”, in order to suit the needs of the stakeholders. Thus,
“heritage conservation” has become one of the most legitimated and appealing
implements in today’s world for multiple functions. The discourse of “aesthetic”,
“historic”, “natural and scientific significance” etc. is constructed to address the deep
social problems in different regions; and the “conservation of heritage” is an attempt
to solve the problems between and within human societies, and between human and

nature.
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3. Topic 2
’Fort San Domingo and surrounding historical architecture’:
Program for Potential World Heritage Site
Huang, Jun—mao

Associate professor, Department of Architecture, Tamkang University
Abstract

As one of possible location of World Heritage Site, selected by Council of
Cultural affairs, Fort San Domingo and surrounding architecture is situated at urban
space with condensed population, it has great difficulty for maintenance. However, it
also has its own significant. Tamsui local cultural activities are important experienced
properties, the hard works of local related professions deepen such value of historical
sites and modern township life.

When we look into future, we wish Tamshui Historical Museum can play a
positive role to continue such work locally. The main work is to expend the vision and
energy of historical sites to other neighbors of traditional village, streets and natural
landscape and sites, to realize it into revitalization of urban planning, to converge
such historical sites into habitant’s life and urban context.

From the content of Operational Guidelines for the Implementation of the World
Heritage Convention, Tentative Lists 2C, line 77: ‘the committee considers a property
as having outstanding universal value if the property meets one or more of the

following criteria. Nominated properties shall therefore': (i) exhibit an important

interchange of human values. over a span of time or within a cultural area of the

world, on developments in architecture or technology, monumental arts,

town-planning or landscape design.2 ‘And ‘(ix) be an outstanding example of a type of

building, architectural or technological ensemble or landscape which illustrates (a)

significant stage(s) in human history;*’ Fort San Domingo and surrounding historical

architecture could followed above descriptions as guidelines to become nominee of
World Heritage Site.

When it followed such guidelines as goals, Tamsui could converge into a whole
featured historical area executed under existing administrations of New Taipei City

and followed through nomination of ‘Cultural landscape’ by cultural affair related

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government institutions, then responded to design conception by Tamsui Historical
Museum . The central area could be planned as ‘Historical featured specified area’,
under ruled by such urban planning and could be restrained and standardized toward
Tamsui surrounding historical area.

Tamsui district still kept the characteristic of spatial landscape of colonial period,
many historical architecture and events constructed such ‘cultural landscape’,
completely represented the experience of Taiwanese history. The completeness of
space and vivid local cultural activities is the finest example of Taiwanese local

accumulated experience.

77. The Committee considers a property as having outstanding universal value if the property

meets one or more of the following criteria.
Nominated properties shall therefore :
(1) represent a masterpiece of human creative genius;

(i) exhibit an important interchange of human values, over a span of time or within a cultural
area of the world, on developments in architecture or technology, monumental arts,

town-planning or landscape design;

(iii) bear a unique or at least exceptional testimony to a cultural tradition or to a civilization

which is living or which has disappeared,;

(iv) be an outstanding example of a type of building, architectural or technological ensemble

or landscape which illustrates (a) significant stage(s) in human history;

(v) be an outstanding example of a traditional human settlement, land-use, or sea-use which is
representative of a culture (or cultures), or human interaction with the environment especially

when it has become vulnerable under the impact of irreversible change;

(vi) be directly or tangibly associated with events or living traditions, with ideas, or with
beliefs, with artistic and literary works of outstanding universal significance. (The Committee

considers that this criterion should preferably be used in conjunction with other criteria) ;

(vii) contain superlative natural phenomena or areas of exceptional natural beauty and

aesthetic importance;

(viii) be outstanding examples representing major stages of earth's history, including the
record of life, significant on-going geological processes in the development of landforms, or

significant geomorphic or physiographic features;

(ix) be outstanding examples representing significant ongoing ecological and biological
processes in the evolution and development of terrestrial, fresh water, coastal and marine

ecosystems and communities of plants and animals;

(x) contain the most important and significant natural habitats for in-situ conservation of

biological diversity, including those containing threatened

species of outstanding universal value from the point of view of science or conservation
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4. Topic 3
The impact of tourism on the culture heritages of Tamsui
Chang, Pao—chuan
Ex-Chief Secretary, Council of Cultural Affairs, New Taipei City

Abstract

Tamsui, a place situates between ocean, mountains, and river, with 400 years of
history, because of its geological importance, witness historical events between
Spanish, Dutch and Japanese culture. Even till today, many such historical spaces and
contents remain. Because of rich humanity, history, and natural landscape, the town
not just displayed multi-cultural and unique urban feature, it became one of eighteen
possible candidate locations of World Heritage Site in Taiwan. In the recent years, the
MRT system brought easy access for tourism, such people and money given Tamsui
impact and change differ from past. We were able to see the historical buildings
repaired and re-used due to tourism; the Freshwater Street is revitalized, crowds in
between natural landscape has grown, and new sites has been construct by tourism
development... such changes of space describe Tamsui was facing another impact in
history.

Tamsui is now a successful tourism city, but is there a need of change of its pace?
It was a place of space for people resting their souls, when it becomes a possible
location of World Heritage Site, we really need to think and form a balanced, and
fitting living pattern between people, nature, history and space. Or are we just
fashioning a successful case of local economy and leisure space? The direction and
motivation is needed to be thoroughly considered.

Followed the list of Tamsui tourism and preservation of cultural heritage
problems, the cross examination would be an ‘encounter between intellectual and
perceptual’ or ‘a puzzled mind between contradiction and confliction’. The thesis
focused on subject of struggle of tourism environment development, behavior of
tourism, and value of maintaining of cultural heritage to elaborate the ‘the impact of
tourism to Tamsui cultural heritage’. With such subject of debate, it would provided a
guideline of sustainable urban environment management and innovation of unique

city in between tourism development and preservation of historical spaces.
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5. Topic 4
Cities and Cultural Heritage in Malaysia
Lai, Chee-kien
Assistant Professor, Department of Architecture,

National University of Singapore
Abstract

The Malayan peninsula is geographically located between the trade routes of
China, the Spice Islands of Indonesia, and western areas like India and the Middle
East. The history of the peninsula is thus stretched back to several hundreds of years
in relation to that maritime trade, and created important coastal cities such as
Trengganu, Johore, and Malacca, that appeared in Ming Dynasty annals. From the
16th century onwards, Portuguese, Dutch and British colonial governments replaced
the powerful Malacca Sultanate with other port cities such as Penang and Singapore.
Their quest for and the extraction of natural resources such as tin, and subsequently
rubber, led to the establishment of inland cities such as Kuala Lumpur, Taiping, Ipoh
and Segamat. Kuala Lumpur, in particular, would later become the colonial capital,
which continued as its national capital city after the country achieved its
Independence in 1957.

This paper discusses the nature and constitutions of some of these towns and
cities, in relation to their built form and heritage. For Malacca and Penang, in
particular, their 2008 award by UNESCO as “Historic Cities of the Straits of Malacca”
brought their multi-cultural histories and built heritage into sharp focus. However, this
conferment has also initiated other developmental and tourism processes that may be
different from or are counter to the nature of their environments. Besides the two
cities, I discuss other towns like Kuala Terengganu, Taiping and Muar studied by
students and staff of the University of Malaya and the National University of
Singapore from 2009-2011. I suggest how towns have their unique qualities that have
to be protected through collective engagement by academia, non-governmental
organizations, the town councils and governments, as well as the residents

themselves.
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6. Topic 5

The Feature and Experience of Korean World Heritage Sites
Han, Dong-soo

Abstract

Followed by year 1995, Jongmyo, Bulguksa and Haeinsa Temple
Janggyeongpanjeon Hall have been registered as World Heritage Sites, there are 29
cultural, natural, record and intangible heritages were selected and 7 nominations in
South Korea. The cultural heritages in South Korea have registered later, and lesser in
number compared to other close countries, such as China or Japan. However, differ
from other nations; the World Heritage Sites in South Korea had its own uniqueness
in content and process of nomination. It represented the inner characteristics of
Korean culture. The thesis focused on over-view of Korean Heritage Sites today, and
took Hwaseong Fortress as example, introduced the process and preservation
experience after registered as World Heritage Sites, and ended with personal opinions

concern of World Heritage Sites.

7. Topic 6
The Direct and Indirect Approaches for
Cultural Resource Integration
Shiu, Margaret

Founder and General Manager, Bamboo Curtain Studio
Abstract

Cool and easy creative lifestyle in Tamsui is now famous island wide, as it is
where several Universities are located, producing a steady stream of culture talents
each year to the city. But how to make them stay and really live and work here is the
key factor for Tamsui a creative city. From the perspective of creative talent, this
essay is about matching creative talents to creative Tamsui, including 8 ways of
creative talents require time and space; 5 types of planning of hubs and clusters in a
creative city; and current ownership of Taipei clusters or hubs.

We suggested an independent joint-government Creative Taipei task force can be
established to ensure the creative use of Tamsui’s assets, both in revitalization of the
historical buildings and coordination of culture productivity of local arts. The
present priority is fulfilling the need of space for new creative incubation. 1) Seek
presently available public, and private spaces; possible evaluation of the intrinsic
environment of these locations. 2) Review the new law for CI, tax codes with tax
incentives clarified clearly to private entities to help release more spaces, and to
ensure the talents can work in a stable environment. 3) Set up system of open call to
creative talents in greater metro Taipei. Balance supply and demand by their proposed
innovative concepts, reviewed through multi-professional assessment juried by peers.
4) Follow through with track record in each individual development. 5) Deep
research on the creative talents is also helpful to understand their potentials, their
needs and their greater vision. Long-term research on noneconomic value is also
needed to understand the social and cultural impacts of festivals and events to Tamsui.
Creative Tamsui will not be a cliché, but a true calling to all the invaluable culture

assets.
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8. Topic 7
The Meaning of Memory towards Glocal Society
Yoshio Kato
Guest Professor, Department of Architecture, Tamkang University

Abstract

There are 12 cultural world heritages and 4 natural world heritages in Japan. I, as
Japanese, just visited on 10 World Heritage Sites in Japan. Including others around the
world, I dare say there are more than 30 of them, which scatter around in India,
Indonesia, Thailand, China, Korea, USA, Europe, Australia, and New Zealand. It
reminds me that one professor in Azerbaijan asked me to be the vice president of Silk
Road Urban Association in 1990s.Thus I consider myself that I may have enough

knowledge to write about the meaning of world heritage sites, as the followings.

Human civilization not only ends the development of the industrialization but
continues with the relation between the ancestors and the descendants. We should
recognize the duties are not only constructing roads, buildings and bridges which

changing the natural landscape according to our necessity.

We should not move away the places which have the meaning of the existence
and the memorial facts of the accidents and have related with the culture and the
civilization. In the other words, the memory is our own possibility and is managed by
the evidence of life. Human being has had its own culture and civilization
sophisticating the memory. Every place has the fragments of the memory and should
be honored to know them.

It has been almost 8 years since I started to live 3/4 of each year in Taiwan. I
recognize that there may not be any place where the people don’t know, but there are
not a few places which have recorded the culture and the history. I consider that the
problems of today are the effect of the globalization which we have been inspired and
taught. If we can survive and succeed, we should acknowledge our memory of the

local places and keep them sophisticated.

Globality has been announced by anthropologists in 20 century and discussed
among the various experts for the last 20 years. Therefore the local places in Taiwan
are considered to have been significant to be realized for their history and will be kept
by Taiwanese mind and power.
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
